1Jn 2:8 Again, a new commandment I write unto you, which thing is true in
him and in you: because the darkness is past, and the true light now shineth.

When the DAY of Pentecost was fully come, (9am) He came to His
followers once again. This time, He did not come to them "in the
flesh" as they had known Him before His death on the cross. He did
not even come to them as He had appeared in Spirit and in truth

in His glorified body, after His resurrection, before His final
ascension.

He came to them this time, as the angel said He would come, as they
stood staring up at the cloud that finally concealed Him from their
sight at His final ascension;

.."this same Jesus, which is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in
like manner as ye have seen him go into heaven." Acts 1:11

He came again to them, even like He left them...in the Spirit. He
came in the Spirit again. Not with a breath with which they first
received the Holy Spirit. This time; like "a mighty wind", with
"tongues of fire" and "endued with power from on high", as
God fulfilled His promise to Abraham and which He had foretold by
the mouths of all of His prophets.

Act 2:33 Therefore being by the right hand of God exalted, and (He) having
received of the Father the promise of the Holy Ghost, He hath shed forth
this, which ye now see and hear.



Act 2:1-4 And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all
with one accord in one place. And suddenly there came a sound from heaven
as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were
sitting. And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it
sat upon each of them. And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and
began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.

Act 3:18 But those things, which God before had shewed by the mouth of all
his prophets, that Christ should suffer, he hath so fulfilled.

Act 3:19-21 Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins may be
blotted out, when the times of refreshing shall come from the presence of
the Lord; And he shall send Jesus Christ, which before was preached unto
you: Whom the heaven must receive until the times of restitution of all
things, which God hath spoken by the mouth of all his holy prophets since
the world began.

Dan 7:25 And he shall speak great words against the most High, and shall
wear out the saints of the most High, and think to change times and laws:
and they shall be given into his hand until a time and times and the dividing
of time

Act 3:24-35 Yea, and all the prophets from Samuel and those that follow
after, as many as have spoken, have likewise foretold of these days.

Ye are the children of the prophets, and of the covenant which God made
with our fathers, saying unto Abraham, And in thy seed shall all the
kindreds of the earth be blessed.

Therefore God's "new creation", began with the shedding forth of
the promised Holy Spirit, when the DAY of Pentecost was fully come.
God's promise was fulfilled, at about the third hour (9gam). This
coming was the "first Day light" of the beginning of a "new day" of
God's new creation. A new DAY that spread upon the mountains; as
was spoken of by the Prophet Joel;

Act 2:16 But this is that which was spoken by the prophet Joel;

Act 2:17 And it shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, I will pour out
of my Spirit upon all flesh: and your sons and your daughters shall



prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, and your old men shall
dream dreams:

Act 2:18 And on my servants and on my handmaidens I will pour out in those
days of my Spirit; and they shall prophesy:

Act 2:19 And I will shew wonders in heaven above, and signs in the earth
beneath; blood, and fire, and vapour of smoke:

Act 2:20 The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood,
before that great and notable day of the Lord come:

Act 2:21 And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of
the Lord shall be saved.

Joh 14:17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive,
because it seeth Him not, neither knoweth Him: but ye know Him: for
He dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.

Joh 15:4 Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of
itself, except it abide in the vine; no more can ye, except ye abide in me.

Col 1:27 To whom God would make known what /s the riches of the glory of
this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory:

2nd Corinthians 5:16-17 (New Int. K.J.V.); "So, from now on we regard no one
from a worldly point of view. Though we once regarded Christ in this way,
we do so no longer. Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a NEW
CREATION; THE OLD HAS GONE (1) THE NEW HAS COME!"

Gen 1:5 And God called the light Day, and the darkness he called
Night. And the evening and the morning were the first day.

Rev 21:5 And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things
new. And he said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful.

Rev 21:6 And he said unto me, It is done. I am Alpha and Omega, the
beginning and the end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain
of the water of life freely.

Rev 21:7 He that overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God,
and he shall be my son.
